HOMA ARJOMAND

Homa Arjomand was born in 1952 in Iran and started her political/social activities when she was 17 years old. She studied medical physics in England and has worked as a teacher in various colleges and universities. Since 1970 she has devoted her life fighting for women’s rights. In the winter of 1989 she fled Iran through mountains because her life was endangered by the Islamic Regime of Iran. At that time, her daughter was only a year old and her son was 6 years old.

 

Homa Arjomand has lived in Canada since 1990 and she has attended and organized countless meetings and international conferences panel discussions and forums on issues related to women’s, children’s, gay and lesbian rights. She had many interviews for leading newspapers and TV programs in Europe and North America. Homa actively participated as a speaker at various conferences to oppose Sharia Court in Canada and the restrictions that political Islam were imposing on women and children. She is a strong advocator of secularism. 
 

In Toronto, Homa ran a social talk show on Rogers Cable which dealt with such issues as children’s rights, women’s rights, gay and lesbian rights and elder abuse. She has written several articles on these issues. 

Right now she is working as a transitional counsellor for women experiencing domestic violence.

In the Year of 2006 she received The Annual Toronto Humanist of the Year award 

Homa also has been recognized as women of the year by Gazette Des Femmes for the year 2005.

She has become one of the well known leading key persons to stop Sharia Court in Canada.

Dr. Madeline Weld is the daughter of a Canadian diplomat and attended schools in various countries in Europe, South America, Pakistan, etc., finally earning her Ph.D. in physiology in the U.S.A. She has worked as a medical researcher, and has also taught in the Faculty of Medicine, University of Ottawa. Currently, she is a toxicology evaluator with Health Canada. Outside of work, she is president of Global Population Concerns, involved with Planned Parenthood, and is an advisory editor of Dr. Marvin Zayed's publication ‘Journal of Brave Minds’, published by the Dia Humanism Institute for Studies in Free Thought and the International Committee to Protect Freethinkers. She and her husband, Allan Clarke have two sons and live in the Ottawa area. Her outside interests include hockey, bird watching, nature, and letters to the editor.

ERNEST POSER
Ernest stumbled upon Humanism at the age of 17. Now, 68 years later, he is still an ardent ‘nullifidian’ intent on finding common ground between people of all persuasions who seek a more rational world.  In 1953 he co-founded the Humanist Fellowship of Montreal and later became Vice-President of the American Humanist Association. (During that era, his wife, Jutta, headed the first ethical education program for young humanists in Canada.)  On leaving McGill to teach Clinical Psychology at UBC, Ernest helped start a Humanist Club at that university. Subsequently he joined the board of BCHA  and served as its president for three years. Currently he chairs “ World Views Collaborative”, the subject of his talk at this conference.
JENNIE FIDDES
Jennie Fiddes is a fourth year anthropology and archaeology student at the University of Toronto. She started her first atheist club – the Trinity College Atheist Society – in a proudly Anglican college during her second year which eventually expanded into the Toronto Secular Alliance: http://www.secularalliance.ca. She has appeared on television, the radio and in print, all promoting the secular student cause. She is a regular columnist for the Freethinker’s Press, the vice-president of the Toronto Secular Alliance and co-editor of the newsletter for the Humanist Association of Toronto. She has been heavily involved in the formation and running of the first secular community building in Canada – the Secular Freethought Centre (SFC). She also attends class and sleeps occasionally.

Earlier, she worked in the office of Ambassador David Scheffer, then US Ambassador-at-Large for War Crimes Issues, and as the Clerk to Justice Mathews, Judge of the Federal Court of Australia and President of the Administrative Appeals Tribunal. Zoe holds a Master’s from the Fletcher School of Law and Diplomacy at Tufts University and a law degree from the University of Wollongong. She is the co-editor, with Chandra Sriram, of Exploring Subregional Conflict: Opportunities for Conflict Prevention.
 
BO FILTER

Douglas (Bo) Bruce Filter is the author of "The Cause of Wars and Aggression: Book One" who is currently working on books two and three of the series.  Raised in eastern Wyoming and Nebraska, Mr. Filter was unable to plea-bargain his way out of serving in the navy during the Vietnam War.  For four years he worked to maintain the U.S. Navy's Communication Center in San Juan, Puerto Rico, after receiving the highest level of national security, a Cosmic Top Secret Cryptographic Clearance.  He subsequently studied Electronic Engineering, Philosophy, and Psychology, earning a Master's degree in 1979.  Now living in British Columbia, Mr. Filter avidly and broadly researches politics and the nature of aggression, the subject of his books on the cause and possible cure of wars. Mr. Nickerson has been fascinated by Cultural Evolution throughout his adult life. In 1977, he published ‘Change the World I Want to Stay On; a view of sustainability as seen by citizens organizations’.  In 1990, he produced the popular education kit titled ‘Guideposts for a Sustainable Future’. The kit includes a discussion guide and video for group use, and a book for background information.  The Book, ‘Planning for Seven Generations’, was published in a stand alone edition shortly thereafter. From 1997 to 2003, Mr. Nickerson coordinated the drafting and promotion of the ‘Canada Well-Being Measurement Act’, resulting in Private Members Motion 385. The House of Commons passed the Motion, calling on the government to report regularly on indicators of social and environmental well-being, in addition to the familiar economic indicators. It was the recession of the early 1990s that focused Mr. Nickerson's attention on the elements of our economic system that stand in the way of long-term well-being. His study of conventional and ecological economics culminated in his new book ‘Life, Money & Illusion’.  From his home in Lanark, Ontario, Nickerson & his wife administer ‘The Sustainability Project’, a non-profit organization dedicated to the well-being of the next seven generations, see:  http://www.SustainWellBeing.net

KEVIN ANNETT
Kevin was ordained as a Minister in the United Church of Canada, May, 1990. He was hired as Minister of St. Andrew's United Church, Port Alberni, BC, July 1992 where he tripled the size of this congregation and served there until he was summarily fired without cause or notice on January 23, 1995, after uncovering evidence of murders and land theft by United Church officers. He was subsequently expelled from the United Church ministry without due process, March 1997.

He then organized the ‘IHRAAM Tribunal’ into Canadian Residential Schools, under the auspices of the United Nations, June 12-14, 1998 in Vancouver where he served as Advisor and authored, The final report of the Tribunal. In September 2000 he founded the ‘Truth Commission into Genocide in Canada’.  Since, a Supreme Court ruling, has ordered the United Church to pay aprox. $150k to each Residential School victim. Kevin created and currently hosts ‘Hidden from History’, a public affairs and human rights program on Vancouver Cooperative Radio. He has written two books, ‘Hidden from History: The Canadian Holocaust’ Feb. 2001, and ‘Love and Death in the Valley’ (First Books, Nov.2002). Kevin is now an active member of the British Columbia Humanist Association. 

ROBERT J. LIGHT

Robert Light was born in Newfoundland and grew up in the Arctic and Prairies of Canada. He graduated in 1982 from York University with a Master's Degree in the Arts.  He has lived on the west coast since 1984 as a "climate refugee". His life has been dedicated to political causes and the dramatic arts. Some of his work in politics include founding the Greenpeace offices in Montreal and Ottawa, the co-founding of the federal Green Party, founding of Vancouver's Peace Flotilla, Camp Facillitator at the 1993 and 1994 Clayoquot Peace Camps, and now the President of the BC Humanist Association.  Robert's artistic side has found expression in over 70 stage productions. He is currently writing a documentary on the "Carpathia". It is the ship that saved the survivors of the "Titanic". Robert also has a thriving photography business which keeps him far too busy. Robert is a vegan and very concerned for animal rights.

TEACHING CRITICAL THINKING ON A GLOBAL SCALE

Dr. Roland Case is executive director and co-founder of The Critical Thinking Consortium. He is on leave from his position as professor of social studies education at Simon Fraser University. Roland has edited or authored over 100 published works. Notable among these are, ‘Understanding Judicial Reasoning’, ‘The Canadian Anthology of Social Studies’ and ‘Critical Challenges Across the Curriculum’—an award winning series of 21 teaching resources for critical thinking in various subject areas. In addition to teaching at elementary schools and at Universities, Roland has worked with 15,000 classroom teachers across Canada and in the United States, England, Israel, Russia, India, Finland and Hong Kong to support the infusion of critical thinking. Roland is this year’s recipient of CUFA’s Distinguished Academics Career Achievement Award.
DR. CHRISTOPHER DICARLO 

Christopher diCarlo is a Philosopher of Science whose interests in cognitive evolution have taken him into the natural and social sciences. His personal research focuses on how and why humans reason, think, and act the way they do. He is interested in how and why the human brain has evolved to its current state and what cross-cultural and cross-species behavior can provide insight into universally common modes of reasoning.           Dr. diCarlo is currently an instructor at both the University of Ontario Institute of Technology and Wilfrid Laurier University where he teaches Critical Thinking, Philosophy of Medicine, and other introductory courses. His most recent book (soon to be released) is entitled: ‘How to Become a Really Good Pain in the Ass: A Practical Guide to Thinking Critically’. He is also a past Visiting Research Scholar at Harvard University in the Department of Anthropology and the Peabody Museum of Archaeology and Ethnology where he conducted research for a book he is currently writing called: ‘The Comparative Brain: The Evolution of Human Reasoning’.
LAURIE DAMER

Laurie Damer is a local teacher with twenty years of experience in Alberta and British Columbia elementary schools.  She specializes in early literacy education but has worked in adult literacy and special education.  Earlier in her career she helped to develop a literacy program in Brazil, where she met the well-known radical educator Paulo Freire.  Ms. Damer is fascinated by the politics of literacy education within our schools, especially as it pertains to notions of "critical thinking."  Her MA degree involved a deeper exploration of the role of teachers in the complex task of reading education.

JUSTIN TROTTIER

Justin Trottier is a recent graduate of the Nanoengineering program at the University of Toronto, having completed an undergraduate thesis in digital microfluidics.  

 

He is a co-founder and President of the Toronto Secular Alliance and member-at-large for the Humanist Association of Toronto, groups which in the last two months were instrumental in establishing the first Secular Freethought Centre in the country.  In the last year his group's secularist campaigns and projects have nearly led to the end of prayers at graduation ceremonies at the university and brought 600 people (mostly students) to an event examining the artificial stimulation of religious experiences.  He has made a number of radio, television and newspaper appearances (eliciting plenty of verbal abuse) and has spoken at rallies and public panels.  The TSA is now transforming into a national secular student movement with its activism dedicated to the removal of government funded catholic schooling in Ontario.

 

His other extensive activities have focused on promoting science, especially to the youth community, including three years of leadership of the U of T Astronomy & Space Exploration Society, external director for the Canadian Space Society and two years working as associate editor of the The Varsity (the U of T newspaper) science section.
